Transition to Workspace
Legacy PDF Application Package will be phased out December 31, 2017.

e Applicants will no longer be able to download the older, single PDF application package of forms.

e Applicants can apply for grants using Grants.gov Workspace, which separates the application package into
individual forms. Applicants can create a workspace, complete the forms online or by filling out the separate
PDF forms, and submit their application workspace package.

e The new online forms interface is now available in Grants.gov and is only accessible through Workspace.

e  For any funding opportunities where applicants have downloaded the legacy PDF application package, they
will be able to continue to submit that package until March 31, 2018.

e  S2S Submissions will continue to be supported.
