In addition to this application and fee, salesperson applicants must submit  
proof of educational requirements. All requirements can be located on form 
RE 423 - Examination Requirements.

SUBVERSION OF EXAMINATION
It is a misdemeanor for any person to subvert or attempt to subvert any licensing 
examination. Sections 123, 123.5, 496, 10153.01 and 10153.1 of the Business 
and Professions (B&P) Code relate to test security and provide that DRE may 
deny, suspend, restrict or revoke the license of an applicant or licensee who 
subverts or attempts to subvert a licensing examination. 
In addition to any other penalties, a person found guilty of violating Section 
123 of the B&P Code shall be liable for the actual damages sustained by the 
agency administering the examination not to exceed ten thousand dollars 
($10,000) and the costs of litigation.
