2. With an illustrious career spanning multiple prestigious institutions, Prof. Gaur has held 

leadership roles as Director of the National School of Drama (NSD) and Officer on Special Duty 

(OSD) at the Indian Institute of Heritage (IIH), Ministry of Culture. From 2011 to 2018, he served 

as University Librarian at Jawaharlal Nehru University (JNU), New Delhi, where he spearheaded 

the digital transformation of the JNU Library. His prior engagements include key positions at Tata 

Institute of Fundamental Research (TIFR), CSIR-Central Road Research Institute (CRRI), RIS, 

Management Development Institute (MDI), and IMT Ghaziabad. 

3. Prof. Gaur has played a pivotal role in creating awareness, education and training on and about 

Research Publication Ethics particularly on Falsification, Fabrication & Plagiarism in India. He was 

the member of University Grant Commission –MHRD committee for drafting of UGC (Promotion 

of Academic Integrity and Prevention of Plagiarism in Higher Educational Institutions) 

Regulations, 2018. Last ten years, Prof. Gaur has been continuously delivering invited talks/ guest 

lectures /taking classes in the courses of IGNCA/faculty development programme, induction 

programmes of over hundred Universities and Colleges in India including Jawaharlal Nehru 

University, Delhi University, Banaras Hindu University, Jamia Millia Islamia, IITs, CSIR Institutions, 

National Law Universities, Rajasthan University, North Bengal University, Assam University, 

Manipur University, Punjab University etc. on Research and Publication  Ethic, Fabrication, 

Falsification and Plagiarism, Predatory Publishing, and Research Data Management etc. 

4. Prof. Gaur has significantly contributed in Digitization, Digital Archiving of Indian Cultural 

Heritage, promoting Open Access particularly Electronic Theses and Dissertations, Preservation 

of Indian languages through Language Documentation and Digital Archiving, Research Data 

Management and Research Methodology, awareness about preservation of, access to 

Documentary Heritage particularly through UNESCO Memory of the World Programme, 

Intangibles Cultural heritage, archival and information  science etc. He has also played a pivotal 



role in digitization initiatives at IGNCA, the Prime Minister Museum and Library, JNU, and TIFR, 

among others, setting leading examples in digital preservation and access to archival materials 

and has been in Advisory Committee of several digitization projects undertaken by IITs, C-DAC, 

DTU and INFLIBNET etc. He played a key role in setting up a Shodhganga e-thesis Repository at 

INBLIBNET.

iii. UNESCO Memory of the World Programme (MoW) – As a Member of the International 

Advisory Committee of UNESCO MoW Programme in individual capacity and In-Charge of 

the Nodal Office  on UNESCO MoW Programme in India at IGNCA, successfully inscribed 

following major Indian documentary heritage works:

v. Establishment of Indian Institute of Heritage (IIH) – As OSD of the Indian Institute of 

Heritage, played a crucial role in the groundwork for renaming and establishing the 

National Museum Institute (NMI) as IIH, laying the foundation for a premier heritage 

institution. 

vi. Mapping of Archives in India (UNESCO Project) – Led a UNESCO-supported project on the 

Mapping of Archives in India, resulting in a comprehensive publication and an online 

directory of Indian archives. 

vii. Documentation of Tribal & Indigenous Languages (UNESCO Project) – Successfully led a 

UNESCO-backed project on the Tribal and Indigenous Languages of India, culminating in a 

publication detailing the current status of all languages in India. 

viii. Unicode-Compliant Font for Manuscript Translation – Spearheaded the development of

at IGNCA. 

ix. Tribal Healing Practices Documentation – Undertook a tribal survey and documentation 

project on traditional healing practices in select Northeast Indian states.
