Our Haisla peoples have hunted, fished, and gathered on these lands for a span of
many millennia. Located in an inlet of the Douglas Channel, our community is known
as Kitamaat Village and is home to 700 of our 2027+ members.

We are delighted to have you here! Whether your visit is business or personal, there is
a little something for everyone from local shops to walking trails and of course breath-
taking views of the Douglas Channel.

If you are interested in taking the 11 km drive to our community, make sure to check
out the moderate trail leading to a gazebo that offers an amazing view of the ocean.
The trail is just off the Kitamaat Village Road as you descend the hill toward MK Bay
Marina. MK Bay Marina offers long-term and short-term moorage as well as several
other amenities. While visiting our community stop by our Haisla Health Centre where
you can view the beautiful artwork that adorns the front of the building. The artwork
was completed by local Haisla artists Paul Windsor, Barry Wilson, Brad Starr, Sammy
Robinson, and Nathan Wilson. Want to enjoy a treat during your visit? Check out our
local community general store, situated near the shoreline that is well known for their
tasty frozen yogurt. With your frozen yogurt in hand, you can then continue along our
front road, Haisla Avenue, toward our marine dock area known to locals as “the bay”,
there you will find our boardwalk with an ocean backdrop that on a sunny day makes
for a perfect Instagram story capture.

For those who may not know, Haisla Nation is home to author Eden Robinson, who
received the Ethel Wilson Fiction Prize for her novel Monkey Beach. The novel was
made into a movie and was filmed around Kitamaat/Kitimat. Traplines, a collection of
short stories, also won Eden Britain’s Winifred Holtby Memorial prize. The hip-hop duo
Snotty Nose Rez Kids also hail from Haisla Nation. Quinton “Yung Trybez” Nyce and
Darren “Young D” Metz have been blazing a trail musically and have been shortlisted
for the Polaris Music Prize four times, nominated for the Canadian Juno Awards, and
have won multiple Western Canadian Music Awards.

While there is much more that can be shared, from our origin story to an archaeological
dig that led to a profound find in our territory dating our ancestors in this area as far
back as 223, | will stop here. If you are interested in learning more about our Nation,
please visit our website at www.haisla.ca. We hope whatever brought you here creates
wonderful memories that will last a lifetime.

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HISTORY & CULTURE

- Haisla
Nation

The Haisla Nation is in a period of intense and rewarding
self-discovery, embracing its cultural and language
roots while pulling up evidence of its long and storied
past in this Valley.

Haisla have inhabited this territory for thousands of
years, and that history came alive in the summer of
2020 when Haisla and their industrial partners - in the
course of conducting environmental restoration work in
Minette Bay - unearthed ancient Haisla fishing weirs.

Radiocarbon dating found that these weirs were installed
and in use as early as 1800 years ago.

It is a significant find that opens a window to Haisla
history.

There has been much change in this valley since then,
which impacted the Haisla People in many ways. In
1918, an influenza pandemic drastically reduced their
population, and Haisla are certainly not immune to the
further traumas of the Indian Residential School and
its ongoing, difficult legacy.

Today’s Haisla, in fact, are an amalgamation of the
xenaksiala (Kemano and Kitlope) and the x&’isla
(Kitamaat).

The Haisla social system is based on matrilineal clans.
Each clan has their own himaas (hey-maus: chiefs)
and musmezit (moos-moo-gheethl: matriarchs). The
present-day clan system is as follows: Beaver, Raven,
Eagle, Killer Whale/Black Fish/Salmon. Historically
there were the Crow, Frog and Wolf clans but due to
declining numbers, they amalgamated with other clans.

Not far into the 21st century, discussions with proponents
have kicked off an era of development and inclusion
of the Haisla into proposed plans of Liquified Natural
Gas (LNG) in the Kitimat Valley.

A wave of new opportunities and resources has meant
growing employment opportunities for Haisla members
and has given the Nation as a whole the opportunity to
embark on its own dreams of economic independence
- namely through the Haisla-led Cedar LNG project.

Leaders within the Haisla Nation have long asked for
a Share and Say in what is built and how it is built in
the territory, and that vision is being realized today.

Meanwhile, the Haisla Culture & Language Department
is doing the important leg work of preserving, and
teaching, Haisla’s history, language, and nuyem. (The
collection of Haisla history, stories, and laws).

About Us

Kitimat is on the traditional and unceded territory of the Haisla Nation. The community
was created to serve the industry in the 1950s and attracted workers from around the
world. Kitimat has twice been the site of Canada’s largest-ever private investment.

Kitimat was considered the “place to be” in North America in the 1950s, both for the
new town plan, which was considered revolutionary and for its pioneer engineering
feats.

During the post-war industrial boom, the Kitimat Project was the largest construction
project of the time. A model of modern Canadian ingenuity, as the country’s wild
landscape, was surmounted with Kitimat's construction — from scratch. Records
were set, there was innovation at every turn, and the result was the largest smelter
in the world and a premier community to go with it.

The provincial and federal governments, along with the Aluminum Company of
Canada, promoted Kitimat around the world. The community was designed for the
worker and their families. The fulfillment of the residents’ needs as the focus of a
town plan was revolutionary.

The plant officially opened on August 3, 1954, with His Royal Highness Prince
Philip, Duke of Edinburgh, tapping the first ingot.

Kitimat was built to support the construction and operation of the new industry-
leading Alcan aluminum smelter in the 1950s.

The massive Kitimat Project was completed in just five years and included a dam,
tunnel, powerhouse, transmission line, smelter, and Kitimat — British Columbia’s
first planned community.

The community was designed by renowned city planner Clarence Stein to facilitate
an environment that would attract and retain workers.

Multiculturalism in Kitimat

Kitimat enjoyed a strong multicultural community spirit from early on, which continues
to this day. There was a popular saying in the old days: “If you want to study a
foreign language, go stand at the bus stop.”

While provincial and federal governments, along with Alcan (formerly the Aluminum
Company of Canada), promoted Kitimat around the world — Alcan also hired across
the prairies and in major centres using radio, television and industry press, attracting
both English and French-speaking Canadians. Community groups formed as new
residents hailed from ltaly, Portugal, Greece, India, China, the Philippines, Finland
and elsewhere.

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Our Parks

The Kitimat Region is home to many coastal parks, protected areas,
and heritage conservancies. Some you can get to by land, others are
more remote and accessible only by water.

There are park spaces suitable for all members of the family, including
outdoor wading pools and green spaces, skateboard and bike parks,
along with many playgrounds throughout town!

Coghlin Park

Located on Haisla Boulevard, this scenic lookout provides spectacular
views of the Douglas Channel from the manicured gardens of Coghlin
and Kemano Parks. Gazing down the channel you may catch a glimpse
of large ships coming in to the industrial docks or one of the many
smaller recreational boats dotting the water. To the east you will see
the calm waters of Minette Bay and the islands and coastal mountains
provide a breathtaking backdrop to the view.

Heritage Park

Heritage Park is located outside the Kitimat Chamber of Commerce
and Visitor Centre. Heritage Park is home to a variety of flags from all
over the world representing many of the different multicultural groups
who reside in Kitimat.

Centennial Park

Centennial Park was builtin 1971 tocommemorate the 100th anniversary
of British Columbia’s entry into Confederation. The Park boasts beautiful
flower gardens, picnic tables; benches, a cenotaph war memorial, water
fountain and totem pole. The totem pole depicts the story of Hunclee
Qualaas or Waamis and the founding of Kitimat. The top figure is
Waamis and below him are the legendary monsters that inhabited the
Kitimat Valley. The park is a great place to enjoy a picnic or a leisurely
stroll around the beautiful gardens. Centennial Park is located in City
Centre across from Upper City Centre Mall.

Lion’s Park

Lions Park is a popular destination for families looking for outdoor fun
in the sun. The park boasts a well-equipped playground, picnic tables
and beautiful manicured gardens.

11. Mount Elizabeth

Trail Type: Out & Back Length: 8.1km Ev.G: 1435m

Description: Mount Elizabeth is a challenging trail and is only recommended for experienced hikers.
The lookout is located in sub-alpine and takes approx. 2-2.5hrs to hike up to but provides a great view of
Kitimat. You can continue to Little Elizabeth, which is another 2 hrs from the lookout, while the summit is
another 1-1.5hrs additional hiking from Little Elizabeth. The last half of the hike is a very difficult trail of
loose rocks and can be covered by patches of snow.

Directions: Drive north from the Kitimat Chamber of Commerce building along Highway 37, for about
7.5 km. Turn right just south from where the Hydro transmission lines cross the Highway and follow the
North Hirsch Mainline for 13.5 km. From this point you may turn left onto a rough narrow 4WD road for
the next 2.5 km. to the reach the trailhead.

NOTE: If your vehicle is not equipped for very rough, narrow, and steep terrain do not attempt to
drive to the trailhead. Park at the access point and walk. There are dips in the road that a pickup
truck may get stuck in without sufficient ground clearance.

Travel straight (west)
along the trail.

Access via Hirsch Creek South (2): Continue following the south side of the creek after crossing to the
east side of HWY 37. Continue straight (east) at the fork, do not cross the bridge.

Access via Hirsch Creek North (3): Follow the trail until you reach an old logging bridge, cross and
continue to follow the trail to your left (east) at the fork.

NOTE: The viewpoint is very dangerous for small children.

13. Robinson Ridge

is primarily a winter snowmobile route, as a result hikers will encounter wet areas and steep sections.
There are excellent views of the surrounding mountain ranges from the trail.

Forest Avenue and the South Hirsch forestry road for approximately 7.5 km. At this point (Branch 100)
turn right and the road begins to climb towards the south. After another 4 km the trailhead is reached.
