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Marketing Operations

1.

1. During the month, approximately 2.9 lakh new domestic LPG connections were
provided by public sector OMCs.

As of 01.05.2024, there were 32.56 crore active LPG connections, including 10.33
crore PMUY connections.

2. Atotal of 07 LPG distributorships have been commissioned during April 2024.

3. As a result of various initiatives of the Government, including increased Targeted
subsidy to PMUY consumers, per capita consumption of PMUY consumers has
increased from 3.71 in 2022-23 to 3.95 in 2023-24, registering an improvement of
6.5%.

4. Ason 30.4.2024, a total of 67,410 retail outlets have been solarized.

5. During the month, retail prices of Petrol and Diesel remained unchanged during
the month at Rs. 94.72/litre and Rs. 87.62/litre respectively.

6. Price of domestic LPG cylinder of 14.2 Kg remained unchanged at Rs.803 per
14.2 Kg cylinder (in Delhi). With a targeted subsidy of Rs.300/14.2 Kg cylinder, for
PMUY consumers, effective cost was Rs.503 per 14.2 Kg cylinder (in Delhi).

7. There was NIL under-recovery on PDS Kerosene during April, 2024.
Crude Qil

1. Domestic crude oil production during April 2024 was 2.43 MMT, which is 3.0%
lower than the target (2.50 MMT) for the month but 2.0% higher when compared to
the production (2.38 MMT) of corresponding month of last year (April 2023).

2. During the month, the price of the Indian Basket of Crude oil varied between
$86.68 and $91.46 per barrel and the average price for the month was $89.46 per
barrel, 5.9% higher than the average price of $84.49 per barrel for March, 2024.

Gas supply

1. Natural gas production during April 2024 was 2.98 BCM, which is 7.3% lower than
the target (3.21 BCM) for the month and 8.4% higher than production (2.75 BCM)
of corresponding month of last year (April 2023).

2. As on 29.02.2024, approximately 1.26 crore PNG (Piped Natural Gas) domestic
connections have been provided and 6456 CNG (Compressed Natural Gas)
stations installed by the various CGD (City Gas Distribution) entities authorized by
the PNGRB.

3. Under Sustainable Alternative Towards Affordable Transportation (SATAT), as on
01.04.2024, total number of active Letters of Intent (LOls) is 1977. A total of 68
CBG (Compressed Bio Gas) / Bio Gas Plants have been commissioned across the
country. 53 CBG plants are under various stages of construction.



IV. Bio fuels and Ethanol Blending

1. During Ethanol Supply Year 2023-24 (1*November to 31*October), the Public
Sector OMCs have procured 269.79 crore litres ethanol and achieved blending of
approx 12.07% upto 30.04.2024. OMCs are dispensing E20 petrol (20% ethanol
in petrol) at more than 13500 retail outlets across the country.

2. During the Financial Year 2024-25, the public sector OMCs have procured 3.93
crore litres of bio-diesel under the Bio-diesel programme upto 30.04.2024.

3. Oil and Gas PSUs continue to take various steps towards establishing Pilot and
Commercial Green Hydrogen Plants of ~32 KTPA by 2026.

V. Reducing Import Dependency

1. India imported 233.1 MMT of crude oil for US$ 132.8 billion during April-March,
2023-24 as compared to an import of 232.7 MMT for $ 157.5 billion during April-
March, 2022-23. Import dependency in case of crude oil during 2023-24 was
87.7% as compared to 87.4% during the 2022-23.

2. India imported 30.93 BCM of LNG for US$ 13.3 billion during April-March, 2023-24
as compared to LNG imports of 26.30 BCM for US$ 17.1 billion during April-March,
2022-23. Import dependency in case of Natural Gas during April-March, 2023-24
was 46.4% as compared to 43.9% during the 2022-23.

VI, GeM Procurement

For FY 2024-25, Qil PSUs procured items worth Rs.4,813.52 crore through GeM
portal till 30" April 2024, as compared to Rs.2,091.64 crore procured {ill 30"April
2023 in the previous year. 100% procurement is being done through GeM for
items that are available on the portal either through catalogue / Custom / BoQ
bidding.

VIl. International Cooperation

A. Secretary, Petroleum and Natural Gas as Interim Director General of Global
Biofuels Alliance (GBA) represented GBA at the 2"ETWG (Energy Transitions
Working Group) under Brazil's G20 Presidency held on 16" April'24, reaffirming
GBA's close ties with G20. Secretary (P&NG) spoke at the session on 16" April'24.
During his remarks, he emphasized the role of biofuels in accelerating clean
cooking initiatives, reducing carbon emissions, and improving lives, especially for
women and children.

B. Secretary, Petroleum and Natural Gas as Interim Director General (DG) GBA
chaired the 3“TEC (Temporary Executive Committee) Meeting of the GBA, which
was held on the sidelines of the 2™ ETWG meeting under Brazil's G20 presidency
on 17"April'24. The meeting was attended by over 50 participants spanning 12
countries and 9 International Organizations. During the discussions, Interim DG
underscored GBA's presence at global platforms like COP28, WEF, IEW, G7, G20,
IEA and GBEP etc and emphasized the growing role of biofuels in global energy
discourse. Secretary outlined three potential workstreams to support biofuel trade,
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increase awareness of biofuels, and identify support mechanisms for enhanced
adoption of biofuels.

. The logo of GBA was unveiled during the TEC meeting. Further, as per the

unanimous agreement, the Interim Director General was authorized to proceed
with the Headquarters Agreement (HQA) for hosting the Secretariat of GBA.

. Secretary, P&NG held detailed discussions with Mr. Pietro Mendes, Secretary for

Oil. Natural Gas, and Biofuels, Brazilin Brasilia on 17" April24. Both sides
reviewed the comprehensive energy cooperation between the two countries,
encompassing investments in the oil & gas sector, mutually complementary trade,
and partnership in fuels of the future, particularly biofuels.

Secretary, P&NG also held a bilateral meeting with Petrobras CEO, Mr. Jean Paul
Terra Prates, on 17" April'24 in Brazil. The two sides discussed ways to strengthen
India-Brazil cooperation in the energy sector by strengthening bilateral trade in
hydrocarbons, joint investment projects and low carbon pathways like biofuels.

Infrastructure Development

A total of 6 Oil & Gas infrastructure projects valued at ¥ 541 Crore (latest approved
cost) of HPCL and OIL have been completed during the month of April, 2024.

Miscellaneous

MoP&NG represented the Global Biofuels Alliance at the "International Forum on
Sustainable Biofuels" held in Turin on 28"April'24 under the Italian G7 Presidency,
along with the representatives of other international organizations — Biofuture
Platform, |IEA, FAO-GBEP. A courtesy meeting was held with H.E. Marina Silva,
Minister of the Environment and Climate Change of Brazil on 28" April'24 along
with Ambassador André AranhaCorréa do Lago, Secretary for Climate, Energy
and Environment Brazil, in Turin, on the sidelines of "International Forum on
Sustainable Biofuels" held within the ltalian G7 presidency.
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
