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Monthly Summary of Ministry of Petroleum and Natural Gas for the month of June, 2023

M.

Marketing Operations

- Approx. 3.4 lakh new LPG connections were issued during the month by Oil Marketing

Companies (OMCs).

As on 30.06.2023, there are 31.50 crore active LPG connections including 9.59 crore
PMUY connections.

. The number of Letters of Intent (LOI) issued and LPG distributorships

commissioned during 01.06.2023 to 30.06.2023 on industry basis are 08 and 09
respectively.

. As on 30.06.2023, a total of 36,532 retail outlets have been solarised.

- During June, 2023, retail prices of Petrol remained unchanged (e.g. at Rs.96.72/litre in

Delhi). Similarly, retail prices of Diesel remained unchanged (e.g. at Rs. 89.62/litre in
Detlhi).

. Price of domestic LPG cylinder of 14.2 kg also remained unchanged at Rs.1103 per

cylinder (in Delhi). With a targeted subsidy of Rs.200/14.2 Kg cylinder, effective cost was
Rs.903 per cylinder (in Delhi) for PMUY consumers.

Crude 0Oijl

. Domestic crude oil production during June 2023 was 2.42 MMT, with an achievement of

98.7% over the target (2.45 MMT) for the month and 99.2% achievement over the
production (2.44 MMT) of corresponding month of last year (June 2022). Cumulative
crude oil production during April-dune, 2023 was 7.30 MMT, which was at 98.7%
achievement over the target for the period and 97.9% achievement over the production of
the corresponding period of last year.

. During June 2023, the price of the Indian Basket of Crude oil varied between $72.39 and

$78.85 per barrel and the average price for the month was $74.93 per barrel, marginally
lower than the average price of $74.98 per barrel for May, 2023.

Gas supply

. Natural gas production during June 2023 was 2.92 BCM, with a 101.1% achievement

over the target (2.89 BCM) for the month and 103.7% achievement over the production
(2.81 BCM) of corresponding month of [ast year (June 2022). Cumulative natural gas
production during April-June, 2023 was 8.57 BCM, with a 98.0% achievement over the
target for the period and 100.2% achievement over the production of the corresponding
period of last year.

. As on 30.04.2023, approximately 111.19 lakh PNG domestic connections have been

provided by the various CGD entities authorized by the PNGRB.

Bio fuels and Ethanol Blending

. For the Ethanol Supply Year (ESY) 2022-23 (ESY: 1% December to 31% October) the Oil

Marketing Companies (OMCs) fioated a tender for 589.7 crore litres of Ethanol against
which Letter of Intents (Lols) for 552.86 crore litres of Ethanol were issued. OMCs have
received 341.50 crore litres of ethanol as of July 2nd, 2023, allowing for a cumulative
blending of 11.74% for the ESY 2022-23.

. During the FY 2023-24, OMCs have procured 11.56 crore litres of biodiesel for the

biodiesel blending programme upto 30" June, 2023,

. Oll and Gas PSUs have taken various steps towards establishing Pilot and Commercial

Green Hydrogen Plants of 30.17 KTPA by 2026. GAIL has implemented ~2% Hydrogen
blending in Indore CGD. OIL has also implemented ~2% Hydrogen blending with natural
gas for captive usage at Jorhat.

MoP&NG has taken several initiatives for promoting Hydrogen in transportation including
the trial operation of 50 buses at Rajghat Depot, Delhi on Hydrogen mixed with CNG (H-
CNG) as fuel and trial run of hydrogen fuel cell buses in routes like Vadodara-Kevadia
and Jorhat-Kaziranga National Park.

Reducing Import Dependency

India imported 20.0 MMT of crude oil for US$ 10.3 billion during May 2023 as compared
to an import of 19.6 MMT for $ 15.5 billion during May 2022. Import dependency on
crude oil during Apr-May 2023 was 88.4% as compared to 86.2% during the
corresponding period of last year,

India imported 2.23 BCM for US$ 1.4 billion of LNG during May 2023 as compared to
LNG imports of 2.94 BCM for US$ 1.8 billion during the May 2022 period. Import
dependency on Natural Gas reduced from 46.9% during Apr-May 2022 to 46.3% during
Apr-May 2023,

GeM Procurement

Oil PSUs procured items worth Rs.6790 Crore through GeM portal till 30" June, 2023.
100% procurement is being done through GeM for items that are available on the portal,

International Cooperation

. Hon’ble Minister of Petroleum and Natural Gas & Housing and Urban Affairs exchanged

MOU with Ministry of Industry, Commerce and Supplies, Nepal on 1% June 2023 under
the visionary guidance of Hon'ble Prime Minister of India. This MOU will strengthen
Petroleum infrastructure, reduce costs, and support supply security to the citizens &
economy of Nepal.

Ambassador in India H.E. Eric Garcetti on 14" June’2023 and discussed ways to further
strengthen mutual cooperation between India and US particularly in areas of green
energy & urbanisation.

Hon'ble Minister of Petroleum and Natural Gas & Housing and Urban Affairs headed the
Indian delegation at the 18" India-Iraq Joint Commission Meeting for Economic &
Technical Cooperation with an Iraqi delegation headed by H.E, Mr Hayan Abdul Ghani
Abdul Zahra Al Sawad, Deputy Prime Minister & Minister of Oil of Republic of iraq held on
20" June'2023. Along with the matters pertaining to energy & hydrocarbon trade, both
sides also discussed ways of further expanding our trade basket & strengthening
cooperation in other fields, including frade & investment, health & education, sports,
medical tourism & capacity building.

A total of 14 Oil & Gas infrastructure projects valued Rs.3,161 crore (latest approved cost)
of ONGC, IOCL, HPCL, BPCL, and GAIL have been completed during the month of June,

Biofuels Alliance (GBA), wherein the Foundation document on GBA was deliberated to

In line with the global commitment to environmental sustainability, IOCL organised a
Cyclothon on World Environment Day 2023.




5. Extremely Severe Cyclonic Storm Biparjoy was a long lived, powerful tropical cyclone that
formed over the east-central Arabian Sea. It originated from a depression on 6% June
2023, before intensifying into an extremely severe cyclonic storm and made landfall in
Naliya, Gujarat India on 16th June 2023. SOP was activated by all offshore E&P
operators operating in the Western coast of India. Evacuation of non-essential personnel,
suspension of activities and activating storm survival mode was carried out by operators
as per Emergency Response Plan.

6. Stranded crew at jack-up drilling rig ‘Key Singapore’ at offshore Dwarka-1 was timely
evacuated on 12th to 13th June in swift operation carried out by Indian Coast Guard in
coordination with MoPNG, DGH, OISD and 1OCL.
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
