Marketing Operations

- Approx. 3.1 lakh new LPG connections were issued during the month by Oil

Marketing Companies (OMCs).

As on 01.06.2023, there are 31.46 crore active LPG connections including 9.59
crore PMUY connections

. The number of Letters of Intent (LOI) issued and distributorships

commissioned during 01.05.2023 to 31.05.2023 on industry basis are 07 and 11
respectively.

. As on 31.05.2023, a total of 36,379 retail outlets have been solarised.

- During May, 2023, retail prices of Petrol remained unchanged (e.g. at

Rs.96.72/litre in Delhi). Similarly, retail prices of Diesel remained unchanged
(e.g. at Rs. 89.62/litre in Delhi).

. Price of domestic LPG cylinder of 14.2 kg also remained unchanged at Rs.1103

per cylinder (in Delhi). With a targeted subsidy of Rs.200 /14.2 Kg cylinder,
effective cost was Rs.903 per cylinder (in Delhi) for PMUY consumers.

Crude 0il

. Domestic crude oil production during May, 2023 was 2.50 MMT, which is

showing 99.5% achievement over the target (2.51 MMT) for the month and 95, 1%
achievement over the production (2.63 MMT) of corresponding month of last year
(May 2022). Cumulative crude oil production during April-May, 2023 was 4.88
MMT, which is showing 98.7% achievement over the target for the period and
97.2% achievement over the production of the corresponding period of last year.

. During May 2023, the price of the Indian Basket of Crude oil varied between

$72.38 and $78.26 per barrel and the average price for the month was $74.98 per
barrel, 10.5% lower than the average price of $83.76 per barrel for April, 2023,

Gas supply

- Natural gas production during May 2023 was 2.91 BCM, which is showing 96.9%

achievement over the target (3.01 BCM) for the month and 97.4% achievement
over the production (2.99 BCM) of corresponding month of last year (May 2022).
Cumulative natural gas production during April-May, 2023 was 5.66 BCM, which
is showing 96.6% achievement over the target for the period and 98.6%
achievement over the production of the corresponding period of last year.

. As on 31.03.2023, approximately 110.29 lakh PNG domestic connections have

been provided by the various CGD entities, authorized by the PNGRB.

Bio fuels and Ethanol Blending

. For the Ethanol Supply Year (ESY) 2022-23 (ESY: 1st December to 31stOctober)

the Qil Marketing Companies (OMCs) floated a tender for 599.7 crore litres of
Ethanol against which Letters of Intent (LoIs) for 534.21 crore litres of Ethanol
were issued. OMCs have received 280.74 crore litres of ethanol as of May, 2023,
allowing for a cumulative blending of 11.68% for the ESY 2022-23.

Reducing Import Dependency

India imported 19.8 MMT of crude oil for US$ 10.8 billion during April 2023 as
compared to an import of 21.6 MMT for $ 16.8 billion during April 2022. Import

Oil PSUs procured items worth Rs.4,177.01 Crore through GeM portal till 371st
May, 2023. 100% procurement is being done through GeM for items that are
available on the portal.

International Cooperation

Minister also had a fruitful engagement on topics spanning biofuels, green
hydrogen and the evolving geopolitical landscape.

Both sides discussed global economic
situation and future of energy markets etc.

Secretary in his Speech called for a Biofuel
revolution using innovative solutions like multiple pathways to biofuels,
increasing yield of existing crops, propagating RDME, CBG-CNG integration etc,

Secretary, MoP&NG had a meeting with Mr. Laurent Michel, DG, Energy and
Climate Ministry of Ecological Transition, France on 17th May 2023 to discuss
Opportunities in Renewables and Biofuels.

Infrastructure Development
A total of 8 Oil & Gas infrastructure projects valued Rs. 1,516 Cr. (latest approved

cost) of ONGC, IOCL, HPCL, BPCL, GAIL and MRPL have been completed during
the month of May, 2023.
