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Monthly Summary of Ministry of Petroleum and Natural Gas for the month of
January, 2023
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Marketing Operations

Approx. 3.1 lakh new LPG connections were issued during the month by Oil
Marketing Companies (OMCs).

As on 31.01.2023, there are 31.39 crore active LPG connections including 9.59 crore
PMUY connections.

In LPG, the number of Letter of Intents (Lols) issued and distributorships
commissioned, during this month are 29 and 15 respectively.

As on 31.01.2023, a total of 31,522 retail outlets have been solarised.

During January, 2023, retail prices of Petrol remained unchanged (e.g. at
Rs.96.72/litre in Delhi). Similarly, retail prices of Diesel remained unchanged (e.g. at
Rs. 89.62/litre in Delhi).

Price of domestic LPG cylinder also remained unchanged at Rs.1053 per cylinder (in
Delhi) during the month for Non-PMUY consumers while the effective price was
Rs.853 per cylinder (in Delhi) for PMUY consumers.

Crude Oil

Domestic crude oil production during January, 2023 was 2481 TMT, showing 91.5%
achievement over the target (2711 TMT) for the month and 98.8% achievement over
the production (2512 TMT) of corresponding month of last year (January, 2022).
During January, 2023, the price of the Indian Basket of Crude oil varied between
$75.63 and $84.65 per barrel and the average price was $80.92 per barrel, 3.6%
higher than the average price of $78.10 per barrel for December, 2022.

Gas supply

Natural Gas production during January, 2023 was 2961 MMSCM, showing 92.6%
achievement over the target (3197 MMSCM) for the month and 103.5% achievement
over the production (2861 MMSCM) of corresponding month of last year (January,
2022).

As on 31.12.2022, approximately 103.93 lakh Domestic PNG Connections have been
provided.

IV. Bio fuels and Ethanol Blending

For the Ethanol Supply Year (ESY) 2022-23 (ESY: 1¥ December to 31% October) the
0il Marketing Companies (OMCs) floated a tender for 599.7 crore litres of Ethanol
against which Letter of Intents (Lols) for 475.44 crore litres of Ethanol were issued.
OMCs have received 69.63 crore litres of ethanol during the ESY 2022-23, enabling a
blending percentage of 11.44% for the month of January and cumulative blending of
10.81% for the ESY 2022-23. OMCs have procured 6 crore litres of Biodiesel for

blending with Diesel uptil 31%January, 2023.
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Reducing Import Dependency

India imported 171.9 MMT of crude oil for US$ 125.5 billion during April to
December 2022 as compared to an import of 156.5 MMT for $ 82.6 billion during
April to December 2021. Import dependency in case of crude oil during Apr.-Dec.
2022 was 87.0 as compared to 85.2 during the corresponding period of last year.

India imported 20,394 MMSCM (US$ 14.3 billion) of LNG during Apr- December
2022 as compared to LNG imports of 24,033 MMSCM @ US$ 9.5 billion during the
Apr.-December 2021 period. Import dependency in case of Natural Gas improved
from 49.0 during Apr.-Dec. 2021 to 44.7 during Apr.-Dec. 2022.

GeM Procurement
Oil PSUs procured items worth Rs.20878.01 Crore through GeM portal till 31%
January, 2023. 100% procurement is being done through GeM for items that are

available on the portal.

International Cooperation

. Minister of Petroleum and Natural Gas & Housing and Urban Affairs met H E Dr

IrajIlahi, Ambassador of the Islamic Republic of Iran to India on 03™ January, 2023.
The two sides talked about ways to strengthen energy relations between two
countries.

. Minister of Petroleum and Natural Gas & Housing and Urban Affairs met H.E. Mr.

Nasrul Hamid, MoS, Ministry of Power, Energy& Mineral Resources of Bangladesh
on 04" January, 2023 and discussed bilateral energy cooperation including the soon
to be commissioned India Bangladesh Friendship Pipeline as well as India's presence
in the upstream sector of Bangladesh.

. Minister of Petroleum and Natural Gas & Housing and Urban Affairs called on the

President of the Cooperative Republic of Guyana, H.E. Dr. Mohamed Irfaan Ali, on
12¢ January, 2023. The discussions were held on increasing cooperation across the
entire oil & gas. Both sides noted the synergies which exist between the two
countries. Further steps to be taken were finalised.

Minister of Petroleum and Natural Gas & Housing and Urban Affairs addressed the

Energy Ministers’ session of “Voice of Global South Summit-2023” on 13" January,

2023, themed as “Energy Security and development: Roadmap to Prosperity”. The
session served as a platform to generate ideas from the developing world for
achieving energy security, which is affordable, accessible and sustainable. The
session had representation of Deputy Prime Minister of Iraq, Energy / Petroleum
Ministers from Algeria, Bahrain, Belarus, Equatorial Guinea, Libya, Namibia,
Somalia, Syria, Vanuatu, Venezuela and the Deputy Minister of Azerbaijan.

. Minister of Petroleum and Natural Gas & Housing and Urban Affairs participated in

moderated keynote conversation (in virtual mode) with Ms. Jennifer Granholm
Energy Secretary-USA on January 13, 2023 during the event organised by Ananta
Aspen centre. Both leaders responded to targeted questions on India-US energy
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relations with special focus on collaboration under US-India strategic clean energy
partnership.

Infrastructure Development

A total of 6 Oil & Gas infrastructure projects valued Rs.5833 Cr. (latest approved
cost) of IOCL, HPCL, BPCL and CPCL have been completed during the month of
January, 2023.

Miscellaneous

Minister of Petroleum and Natural Gas & Housing and Urban Affairs and Secretary
(P&NG) visited ONGC’s iconic offshore jack-up drilling rig SagarSamrat to formally
rededicate it as a transformed Mobile Offshore Production Unit (MOPU).
SagarSamrat commenced production on 23™ December 2022.

Minister of Petroleum and Natural Gas & Housing and Urban Affairs flagged off
CNG Boat rally & race along with Union Minister of State for Petroleum and Natural
Gas, Labour and Employment, in run-up to “India Energy Week 2023” from
NamoGhat in Varanasi on 22™ January, 2023. The rally witnessed participation from
100 boats that have switched to CNG from diesel.
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
