Marketing Operations

Government has recently approved release of additional 75 lakh LPG connections under
PMUY over the period of 3 years from FY 2023-24 to FY 2025-26. As on closing of
30.11.2023, Oil Marketing Companies (OMCs) have released 24.51 lakh LPG connections
against the target of 75 lakh.

Approx. 18.4 lakh new LPG connections have been issued from 01.11.2023 to 30.11.2023
by Public sector OMCs including 15.93 lakh connections under PMUY.

As on 01.12.2023, there are 31.80 crore active LPG connections including 9.83 crore
PMUY connections.

_ The number of Letter of Intent (LOI) issued and distributorships

commissioned during 01.11.2023 to 30.11.2023 on industry basis are 01 and 09
respectively. Total 86 distributorships have been commissioned during current Financial
Year (Apr-Nov'23).

~ As on 01.12.2023, approx. 29.49 crore LPG consumers are enrolled under the PAHAL

scheme. Till date, more than 1.14 crore customers have given up their LPG subsidy under
‘GiveltUp’ campaign.

~ As on 30.11.2023. a total of 39047 retail outlets have been solarised.

During November, 2023 retail prices of Petrol remained unchanged (e.g. at Rs. 96.72/litre
in Delhi). Similarly, retail prices of Diesel remained unchanged (e.g. at Rs. 89.62/litre in
Delhi).

Price of domestic LPG cylinder of 14.2 Kg remained unchanged at Rs. 903 per cylinder (in
Delhi). With a targeted subsidy of Rs.300/14.2 Kg cylinder, effective cost was Rs. 603 per
cylinder (in Delhi) for PMUY consumers

Crude Qil

1. Domestic crude oil production during November 2023 was 2.40 MMT, which is 3.8% lower

than the target (2.50 MMT) for the month and at par as compared to the production (2.40
MMT) of corresponding month of last year (November 2022). Cumulative crude oil
production during April-November, 2023 was 19.57 MMT, which is 2.5% lower than the
target (20.06 MMT) for the period and 0.1% lower than the production of the corresponding
period of last year (19.60 MMT).

. During November 2023, the price of the Indian Basket of Crude oil varied between $ 79.46
and $ 88.19 per barrel and the average price for the month was $ 83.46 per barrel.

Gas supply

Natural gas production during November 2023 was 3.05 BCM, which is 6.5% lower than

- the target (3.26 BCM) for the month and 7.4% higher than production (2.84 BCM) of

corresponding month of last year (November 2022). Cumulative natural gas production
during April-November, 2023 was 24.10 BCM, which is 4.0% lower than the target (25.09
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BCM) for the period and 5.1% higher than the production of the corresponding period of
last year (22.92 BCM).

As on 30.09.2023, approximately 1176 crore PNG domestic connections have been
provided and 6035 Compressed Natural Gas (CNG) stations installed by the various City
Gas Distribution (CGD) entities authorized by the PNGRB.

Under Sustainable Alternative Towards Affordable Transportation (SATAT), as on
31.10.2023, total number of Letters of Intent (LOI) issued is 2176 and 50 CBG/Bio Gas
Plants have been commissioned across the country. 63 CBG plants are under construction.
Scheme for providing financial assistance to CBG producers for procurement  of
biomass aggregation machinery to support collection of biomass has been approved by
Government.

Bio fuels and Ethanol Blending

For the Ethanol Supply Year (ESY) 2022-23 (ESY. 1%t December to 31% October) the Oil
Marketing Companies (OMCs) blended 508.9 Crore litres of Ethanol which enabled a
cumulative blending of over 12%. The Public Sector OMCs have started dispensing E20
petrol (20% ethanol in petrol) at more than 6000 retail outlets across the country. During
ESY 2023-24, the public Sector OMCs have procured 40.17 crore litres ethanol and
achieved blending of approx 10.26% upto 30.11.2023.

During the Financial Year 2023-24, OMCs have procured 25.34 crore litres of biodiesel for
the bio-diesel blending programme upto 30.11.2023.

Green Hydrogen: Oil and Gas PSUs have taken various steps towards establishing Pilot
and Commercial Green Hydrogen Plants of 33.17 KTPA by 2026. GAIL has implemented
2% approx. Hydrogen blending in M/s Avantika Gas Network in Indore. OIL has also
implemented 2% approx. Hydrogen blending with natural gas for captive usage at Jorhat.

A meeting of National Biofuel Coordination Committee (NBCC) was held under the
Chairmanship of Hon'ble Minister, P&NG on 24" Nov.'23 at Nirman Bhawan New Delhi, in
which following decisions were taken:

(a) Indicative targets of 1%, 2% and 5% blending of Sustainable Aviation Fuel (SAF) in
Aviation Turbine Fuel(ATF) from 2027, 2028 and 2028 respectively for international
flights;

(b) Compressed Bio-Gas Blending Obligation;

(c) Inclusion of residual sugar/sugar syrup/sweeteners/Best  Before Date products
(beverages, juices etc.) as a feedstock for ethanol production; and

(d) Export of Second Generation (2G) ethanol.

Reducing Import Dependency

30" November, 2023 as compared to Rs.16,633.97 crores procurgd till 30.11.2022 in the
previous year. 100% procurement is being done through GeM for items that are available

on the portal.

Vil. International Cooperation

A. Hon'ble Minister of Petroleum and Natural Gas led an Industry Delegation to Germany and
Vienna from 7" — 9" Nov."23 during which Hon'ble Minister had engagements as under :

a. Discussions with H.E Robert Habeck, the Vice Chancellor and Federal Minister for
Economic Affairs and Climate Action. :

b. Meeting with Mr. Oliver Luedtke, co-founder & Deputy Chairman of Verbio
Bioenergie Company.

¢. Participation in a roundtable discussion on 8" Nov.'23 with Dr Claudius da Costa
Gomez, CEO of German Biogas Association and other leading industry leaders in
biogas and biofuels.

d. Meeting with Mr Christian Brusch, CEO of Siemens Energy and visit to Siemens
Energy's state-of-the-art hydrogen electrolyzer and hydrogen-ready gas turbine
production plant on 9" Nov.’23.

e. Co-chaired the 8" Meeting of High-Level India-OPEC Energy dialogue with H.E.
Haitham Al Ghais, Secretary-General, OPEC in Vienna on 9" Nov.'23. Both sides
discussed the global energy scenario.

B. Hon'ble Minister of Petroleum and Natural Gas chaired virtually the Energy Ministers'
session under the 2™ Voice of Global South Summit (VOGSS), focusing on 'Affordable and
Inclusive Energy Transition for Sustainable Development on 17" Nov.'2023.

C. Hon'ble Minister of Petroleum and Natural Gas received a French Business delegation led
by Mr. Paul Hermelin, Chairman, France-India Business Council (MEDEF) & Capgemini on
215 Nov.'23. Both parties had fruitful discussions on the possibilities of cooperation in the
energy sector, particularly Green Hydrogen, Biofuels & emerging fuels & technologies.

D. Sggretary. Petroleum and Natural Gas, met H.E. Andreas Motzfeldt Kravik, Deputy Foreign
Minister of Norway on 23" Nov.’2023 and discussed ways to enhance energy co-operation,

including collaboration in CCUs, LNG, Biofuels, renewables & green hydrogen, between
the two countries.

E. Secretary, Petroleum and Natural Gas, had a meeting with the IEA delegation, headed by
Ms. Mary Burce Warlick, Deputy Executive Director, in on 29" Nov.’23. Engaging
discussions took place on strengthening India’s collaboration with IEA on energy security,
energy transition, and the Global Energy Outlook.

Pipeline Company Limited (TPCL) on 29" Nov.”2023 and discussed the current status,
future plans and possible solutions.

A delegation of Ministry of Petroleum and Natural Gas visited Sri Lanka from 1gh-02m
Nov.'2023 to have comprehensive discussions with H.E. Kanchana Wijesekera, Minister of
Power and Energy on increasing bilateral energy trade and explore ways to boost
collaboration in petroleum products supply, investment and other related aspects. Both
sides agreed to continue dialogue on increasing connectivity, supporting energy security,
and bolstering the India-Sri Lanka Economic Partnership.
