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. During the month, approximately 3.51 lakh new domestic LPG connections were issued by
public sector OMCs.

As of 01.10.2024, there were 32.80 crore active LPG connections, including 10.33 crore
PMUY connections.

. Atotal of 5 LPG distributorships have been commissioned during September 2024.

. Basic Safety campaign for safe LPG usage was started by PSU OMCs in March 2024. Till
30"September 2024, more than 6.6 Crore basic safety checks have been completed free of
cost and more than 2.8 Crore LPG hoses have been replaced at discounted prices.

. As on 30.09.2024, a total of 72,149 retail outlets have been solarized.

. There has been a significant expansion of digital payment infrastructure at Retail Outlets. As
on 30.09.2024, there are 83,081 Retail Outlets (RO) (IOCL-38,199, BPCL-22,381, HPCL-
22,501) across the country that are covered with digital infrastructure/enabled with BHIM
UPI, also having 4,74,845 POS terminals and 1,03,224 e-wallet facility.

. In order to increase the electric vehicle charging infrastructure in the country, Oil Marketing

Companies (OMCs) are putting up Electric Vehicle Charging Stations (EVCS) at their Retail
outlets (ROs) in different parts of the country in phased manner, based on techno
commercial feasibility and compliance of PESO norms. As on 30.09.2024, OMCs have put
up 17,623 EV charging stations and 194 Battery Swapping stations at their ROs.

. During the month, retail prices of Petrol and Diesel remained unchanged at Rs.94.72/litre
and Rs.87.62/litre respectively (in Delhi).

. During the month, price of domestic LPG cylinder of 14.2 Kg remained unchanged at Rs.
803 per 14.2 Kg cylinder (in Delhi). With a targeted subsidy of Rs 300/14.2 Kg cylinder for
PMUY consumers, the effective cost was Rs.503 per 14.2 Kg cylinder (in Delhi).

. There was NIL under-recovery on PDS Kerosene during September, 2024.
Crude Oil

1. Domestic crude oil production during September 2024 was 2.30 MMT, which is 10.2%
lower than the target (2.56 MMT) for the month and 3.4% lower when compared to the
production (2.38 MMT) of corresponding month of last year (September 2023).
Cumulative crude oil production during April-September, 2024 was 14.39 MMT, which is
6.2% lower than the target (15.34 MMT) for the period and 2.0% lower than the
production of the corresponding period of last year (14.68 MMT).

2. During the month, the price of the Indian Basket of Crude oil varied between $71.00 and
$77.16 per barrel. The average price for the month was $73.53 per barrel, 6% lower
than the average price of $78.27 per barrel for August, 2024.

Gas supply

Natural gas production during September 2024 was 2.97 BCM, which is 8.4% lower than
the target (3.24 BCM) for the month and 1.9% lower than production (3.03 BCM) of
corresponding month of last year (September 2023). Cumulative natural gas production
during April- September 2024 was 18.15 BCM, which is 6.9% lower than the target
(19.50 BCM) for the period and 1.5% higher than the production of the corresponding
period of last year (17.88 BCM).

As on 30.08.2024, approximately 1.33 crore PNG (Piped Natural Gas) domestic
connections have been provided and 7056 CNG (Compressed Natural Gas) stations
have been installed by the various CGD (City Gas Distribution) entities authorized by the
PNGRB (Petroleum and Natural Gas Regulatory Board).

Under Sustainable Alternative Towards Affordable Transportation (SATAT), as on
01.09.2024, total number of active Letters of Intent (LOls) is 2212. A total of 75 CBG
(Compressed Bio Gas) / Bio Gas Plants have been commissioned across the country.
About 72 CBG plants are under various stages of construction.

IV.  Bio fuels and Ethanol Blending

i

During September 2024, Public Sector OMCs have procured 62.37
crore litres ethanol and achieved blending of approx 15.89%. Further,
during the Ethanol Supply Year 2023-24 (1st November to 31st October),
the Public Sector OMCs have blended 607.42 crorelitres ethanol and
achieved approx 13.80% blending upto 30.09.2024. OMCs have
started dispensing E20 petrol (20% ethanol in petrol) at more than
16750 retail outlets across the country.

During September 2024, Public Sector OMCs have procured 6.31crore litres of biodiesel
for blending with diesel. The total procurementfor the period of (April-September)'24 is
32.52 crore litre.

Reducing Import Dependency

India imported 101.6 MMT of crude oil for US$ 60.06 billion during Apr-Aug, 2024 as
compared to an import of 98.4 MMT for $ 52.8 billion during Apr-Aug, 2023. Import
dependency in case of crude oil during Apr-August 2024 was 88.1% as compared to
87.8% during the corresponding period of previous year.

India imported 15.064 BCM for US$ 6.1 billion of LNG during Apr-Aug, 2024 as
compared to LNG imports of 12.832 BCM for US$ 5.4 billion during Apr-Aug, 2023.
Import dependency in case of Natural Gas during Apr-July, 2024 was 50.2% as
compared to 50.7% during the corresponding period of previous year.



VI. GeM Procurement

For FY 2024-25, Oil PSUs procured items worth Rs.23,177.79 crore through GeM portal
till 30"September 2024, as compared to Rs.14,285.15 crore procured till 30"September
2023 in the previous year. 100% procurement is being done through GeM for items that
are available on the portal either through catalogue / Custom / BoQ bidding.

VIl. International Cooperation

A. Minister of Petroleum and Natural Gas co-chaired 4"Ministerial Meeting of the India -
USA Strategic Clean Energy Partnership (SCEP) with H.E. Jennifer Granholm, US
Secretary of Energy on 16" September 2024. Both the sides reviewed the progress
across the 5 pillars of cooperation under SCEP viz. Power & Energy Efficiency,
Renewable Energy, Responsible Oil & Gas, Sustainable Growth andEmerging Fuels and
Technologies. Additionally, a Ministerial Joint Statement was released on the U.S. -
India Strategic Clean Energy Partnership.

B. Minister of Petroleum and Natural Gas had a bilateral meeting with H.E. Jennifer
Granholm, US Secretary of Energy post SCEP on 16" September 2024, to review the
robust and growing bilateral hydrocarbon trade between India and US which has almost
doubled since 2018-19.

C. Minister of Petroleum and Natural Gas led an high level Industry Delegationfrom 17™to
18" September, 2024 to participate in 52™ edition of GASTECH 2024, the world's
largest energy exhibition and conference for natural gas, LNG, hydrogen, climate
technologies & Al, energy manufacturing and low carbon solutions. At Gastech, the
Hon'ble Minister inaugurated the India Pavilion and participated in the Ministerial Panel
discussion on “From Mitigation to Adaptation: Navigating Volatile Geopolitics in a
Fragmenting Global Order"along with counterparts from Egypt (H.E. Karim Badawi),
Nigeria (Rt. Hon EkperikpeEkpo), Turkiye (H.E. AlparslanBayraktar), and the USA (Mr.
Geoffrey Pyatt). On the sidelines of Gastech, the Minister witnessed signing of two
MOUs between Indraprastha Gas Limited (IGL) &leading American energy companies
and IndianOil and Shell at the India Pavilion.

VIIl.  Infrastructure Development

A total of 9 Qil & Gas infrastructure projects valued at 2305 Crore (latest approved
cost) of IOCL, ONGC, HPCL and GAIL have been completed during the month of
September 2024. During the FY 2024-25 Oil & Gas CPSEs have been completed 44
infrastructure projects valued at Z 4,486 Crore (latest approved cost).
