By tailoring communication, resolving conflicts
constructively and creating an inclusive
environment that values diverse perspective,

it guides motivation and training strategies,
ensuring each team member feels supported and
empowered to excel. By leveraging these insights,
teams can achieve greater harmony, resilience, and
sustained success.

They excel
when they understand the
purpose of their work and
feel secure in their role.
Highlight the team’s success
to make them feel valued.

C-Style (Compliant)
Use data, logic, and clear
facts with C-styles. They
appreciate structured
information and detailed
explanations. Avoid rushing
them into decisions;
instead, provide all
necessary data upfront so
they can analyse it at their
own pace.
