LIVING ROOM

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Two story floor to ceiling windows wrap around this space
with sweeping 180 degree views from Vancouver's Sunset
Beach Park and Burrard Street Bridge to Granville Street
Bridge. With comfortable seating for 40 guests in sofas and
armchairs and a total seated capacity for 50 guests.
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TIKI PATIO
approximately 40 guests seated / 75 guests standing

all guests upon arriving from the ninth floor elevators.
Immediate views of Yaletown as well as the North Foot
of Granville Street Bridge provides standing space for
20 guests that leads towards seating for 40 more guests
including a communal open fireplace and patio heaters.

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Completely covered and overlooking Sunset Beach Park this
private patio seats 12 guests. It sits at the far end of the
living room.
